PARKS & RECREATION COMMISSION MINUTES

I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:44 PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

III. APROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion:  GH/BJ, all in favor; to adopt the Minutes of April 18, 2006.
IV. NEW BUSINESS

1. Fieldstone Neighborhood Park & Park Agreement Concept
Jerry and Terry Hartman, developers of Fieldstone, presented the Commission with a neighborhood park concept plan.  The proposed park would be located in Outlot C, Fieldstone, which is approximately 4.6 acres.  The plan showed play equipment, landscaping, trails, and site topography.  Pictures of St. Croix play equipment was also shown.  Jerry Hartman presented an itemized cost estimate for developing the park (grading, engineering, landscaping, etc) totaling $169,472.03.  Baker stated that the numbers would need to be verified by the City Engineer.  Hartman asked if the Commission thought it was appropriate for cash payments (payment-in-lieu-of parkland dedication) generated from current and future Fieldstone additions to be directed toward the proposed park.  GH stated that there are already current park plans and projects underway, like Old Schoolhouse Park, that need to be funded and finished.  He believes that it would be fair to finish current parks near developed areas first.
Baker stated that there needs to be a nexus between the park payment and Fieldstone.  He suggested that a percentage of the cash payment go directly to park areas inside Fieldstone, and a percentage also be allocated to community parks like Old Schoolhouse Park.  The Commission recommended that Staff get a total estimate of parkland dedication and cash payment for Fieldstone before an agreement is reached.  Baker and Jerry Hartman said that they would work together to come up with approximate numbers for the whole Fieldstone project.
V. OLD BUSINESS

1. Eagle Scout Project

2. City Entrance Signs

The Commission stated that they still agreed with their recommendation that they made last August, but that they would need more time to decide on appropriate locations for the City entrance signs.
