I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:37pm.

II. ADOPT AGENDA

IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Draft Park Use Policy

Justin Stohs, Parks Coordinator, presented a draft of Mayer’s Park Use Policy, similar to the one set up for Watertown.  The policy will be used for the purposes of scheduling, clean-up, and maintenance in the parks.  Stohs explained that the document will be a “working document” subject to updating and changes.  
Stohs received comments from Harley Baumann, Staff, and the Commission.  Stohs stated that he would make adjustments to the document based on the received comments and then hold another meeting towards the end of the baseball season (end of July into August).  The Commission was asked to review the policy and comment on any needed changes.
2. West Ridge Park

Baker presented an update on the wetland delineation process.  He stated that the area was marked and delineated but the report will not be complete until the end of July.

The Commission guided Staff to go-ahead and pick out and purchase picnic tables for the park.

Baker reminded the Commission of the City’s obligation to local business, organizations, and persons who have donated money towards playground equipment.  The Commission directed Staff to research name plaque/sign options and report back.  
3. Old & New City Entrance Signs


Baker stated that products from Redwood signs would look better as City park signs instead of entrance signs.  He suggested that entrance signs should be unique, creative, meaningful, eye-catching, welcoming, and able to withstand for up to 20 - 50 years.  He also mentioned that the City had received some complaints about the current entrance signs, and he suggested that the signs be taken down.  The Commission directed Staff to research more sign options and present the results at the next meeting.
