I. CALL TO ORDER

II. ADOPT AGENDA

IV BUSINESS
Old Schoolhouse Restrooms
David Breyer from Breyer Construction of Green Isle was in attendance to review restroom plans. The restrooms contain 4 stalls in the women’s section of which 1 is handicapped; the men’s side contains 2 stalls and 2 urinals, one sink in each section which is handicapped accessible.  The plan also includes hand air dryers, baby changing table, electrical and plumbing.      

BC/BS Grant 
Lenny Klevan Schmitz from Carver County Public Health attended the January 14, 2013 Mayer City Council meeting to ask for support for a BC/BS grant to be used to promote the Dakota Regional Trail.  This grant is to support the planning and execution of strategic Open Street events in Minnesota in 2013.  This is for a multidisciplinary event.  The Center is promoting statewide public health initiative to reduce preventable chronic diseases by tackling the root causes:  tobacco use, physical inactivity and unhealthy eating being funded with the tobacco lawsuit proceeds.  The council did pass a resolution and sign a letter in support of the grant.

Park Goals for 2013 
Park Board reviewed the 2012 goals and made the following recommendations for goals for 2013.

1. Partner with Watertown Mayer Community Education on structured programs for our fields and facilities.

2. Seek grant funds when appropriate for projects

3. Promote the use of City Parks through the City Newsletter, Electronic Sign,  GoCarverGo and park planning activities

4.  Review the 5 year Capital Improvement Plan and make recommendations to the City Council. 
5. Recommend to the City Council a 2014 Park Board Budget.

6.  Continue to work with youth on age appropriate activities. 

7. Continue to advise the City Council on possible uses for the Old Creamery Property.

8. Collaborate with the Regional Rail Authority and Public Health on activities for the Dakota Rail Trail.

9.  Establish a maintenance plan for the parks

10.  Educate the public on local venues for exercise and benefit of healthy active living.

11.  Devise a plan for downtown beautification.

12.  Continue to strive to improve, develop and upgrade all City Parks

Budget- Revenues and Expenses
Staff briefly reviewed the final budget information for 2012 and suggested that the budget review be placed on the March agenda after 2012 audit is completed.  

Electrical Quote for Warming House
Staff had received one quote for electrical installation of lights and a heater for the warming house.  The amount of the quote is $1,930.00.  Park Board instructed staff to proceed with the electrical upgrades.
 
Advertisement in Explore MN 
The City has been contacted by the County about the City participating in a MN Explore Ad promoting trails. Park Board discussed the ad and agreed to participate with the County in the amount of $225.  
 
Twins Youth Clinic
Park Board is recommending that the City apply for a Twins Youth Clinic to be held on Saturday, July13 from 9-noon. 

Safe Routes to School Grant 
Park Board forwarded the grant to the City Council for their consideration. 

New Member Request 
The City has been contacted by a Chad Bloom 1242 Meadow Parkway about becoming a member of the Park Board.  City Staff have sent an application to Chad and will forward to the City Council for approval.

City Council Joint Work Session 
Council is requesting that each board and commission meet with them in a joint work session to discuss the goals that they have for 2013.  Park Board is scheduled for the January 28, 2013 meeting.
