II. ADOPT AGENDA

5K Sponsors 
Josh Gerber from Wazata Results was present at the meeting 
Discussion of 5K 
Commissioner reviewed the Race Service Proposal from Pickle Events.   They instructed staff to contact them and have them attend the next Park Board Meeting.  Commissioner Goedel will provide staff with another 5K provider and staff will solicit a quote.  

Requirements for Restrooms
Staff presented state building code information on requirements for restrooms.  The restrooms that were proposed by Breyer Construction will meet the requirements of state code.  On a motion by Commissioner Butterfield and seconded by Commissioner Bloom to solicit quotes for the restrooms and present to the City Council.  Motion carried 4/0.  


Research on Grants
Staff  researched the possibility of applying for grants.  At this time it doesn’t appear as if any opportunities exist for the City to apply for a grant.  Staff will continue to monitor for grant opportunities.

Park Maintenance Plans 
Staff presented a draft of a Park Maintenance Plan.  Harley Baumann is contacting Gardener for their input on the plan and also for direction on fertilizing of the field.  Park Commission would like to hold a pre season clinic with all of the users of the field to discuss the maintenance requirements of the users.  There should be rules posted on the use of the field.  Develop a policy and agreement  for field use with a fine if tasks are not completed.  
Staff was also instructed to contact a company to fix the outfield fence.  

Downtown Beatification Plan
Staff presented a draft Downtown Beatification Plan.  Commission added item 5.

The Mayer Park Board will take into consideration the purchase of the above items as future expenses and will appropriately budget for the purchases.

Additional Planters 
Park Commission discussed whether they wanted to add another planter to the downtown.  It was decided that staff should find out how much hanging baskets would cost.
