The meeting was called to order by Chair Duckworth at 6:34 PM.

Approval of Agenda
On a motion by Commissioner Boder and seconded by Commissioner Stieve-McPadden to approve the agenda with one addition Small Cities Grant.  Motion carried 4/0.  

Approval of the Minutes 
On a motion by Commissioner Boder and seconded by Commissioner Stieve-McPadden to approve the minutes of the January 18, 2011 meeting with one spelling correction.  Motion carried 4/0.

Discussion on Sandblasting Site
Staff has received notice that the City needs to do further research and testing on the site.  The Commission discussed the future use of the site and decided that since it is zoned commercial the end use should be Commercial.  The Commission asked about taking the fence down, creating a parking lot and green open space on the rest of the property.  Commission instructed staff to find out if the City can create a gravel parking lot and green space and how that would impact the clean up of the site.  On a motion by Commissioner Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Commissioner Boder to recommend to the City Council to complete the Nonstandard Scope Limited Site Investigation.  Motion carried 4/0.

Review of Newsletter
Commission made a couple of suggestion to the newsletter.  Commission instructed staff to add a buy local component.  

Discussion on Mayer Rising Community Festival 
The Mayer Rising Community Festival Committee is requesting financial support from the EDA.  On a motion by Commissioner Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Commissioner Dodge to recommend to the City Council a transfer from the 225 EDA Fund to the City Celebration Fund 230 in the amount of $3,000.  Motion carried 4/0.

Small Cities Grant
Staff informed the EDA that MN DEED  has indicated that they are willing to change the loan parameters of the Small Cities Grant.  They would be willing to allow the City to offer 50% of the commercial project cost as a grant (up to $40,000) rather than half grant and half loan.  This would significantly reduce or eliminate our program income by doing this, but it may be a way to get the money invested in the community. On a motion by Comissioner Duckworth and seconded by Commissioner Dodge to recommend that the City Council  modify the grant requirements for Commercial from 25% loan 25% grant to 50% grant.  Motion carried 3/0. Commissioner Stieve-McPadden abstaining.  

Other Business
Delinquent Property Taxes
Commissioners asked about the status of the delinquent taxes on the property at 421 Ash Avenue North (Finn’s).  Staff informed the Council that the City had entered into a provisional license agreement.  The agreement requires the business to pay $1,000 per month  by the 15th of the month.  
Electronic Packets
Staff asked the EDA about receiving electronic packets and most were in agreement with receiving electronic packets.
