II. ADOPT AGENDA

Discussion on restrooms
Park Board discussed the recent action of the City Council on the restroom bids.  Park Board made a motion to recommend that the City Council reconsider and award the bid to Breyer Construction in the amount of $55,000 to construct the restrooms.  They further instructed staff to present at the may 13, 2013 Council Meeting.  Motion carried 3/0. 

Update on Train for the Trail Program
Currently 14 registrants for the program.  Still needing to fill spots on week Week 5 and week 6.  Staff will contact Becca to see if she is available for week 5 and week 6 will be a ride on the Dakota Regional Trail.  

Discussion on 5K 
The Park Board would like to shut down County road 23.  Sometime in May the City will request coupons or stuffers for bags for the runners for the businesses.  Have Ridgeview, Fire Department or Carver County Sheriff on duty.  The park board reviewed the registration form and decided the following: Location:  The City of Mayer located in western Carver County is holding a timed 5K with Wayzata Timing Results conducting the race.  Start Time: 7:30 – 8:30 am Registration at 413 Bluejay Avenue.  9:00 am Race start. Entry Fee: Registration is $25 before May 18. Registration is $30 after May 18. Registrations received after May 18 and the day of the race will not be guaranteed a shirt. Do not mail pre-registrations after May17, 2013.  On line registration will be available at www.cityofmayer.com through Thursday, May 30, 2013.  Any registrations after May 17 will not be guaranteed a shirt.  
Course Description: This is a 5K loop on asphalt road starting and ending at Mayer City Hall/Old Schoolhouse Park (413 Bluejay Avenue).  Course is straight flat and fast!
Awards: Female First Prize $50 and Male First Prize $50.
