June 18, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Chair Duckworth at 6:30 PM.

Approval of Agenda
On a motion by Commissioner Boder and seconded by Commissioner Wakefield to approve the agenda with one addition Car/Bike Cruising Night.  Motion carried 5/0.  

Approval of the Minutes 
On a motion by Commissioner Boder and seconded by Commissioner Wakefield to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2013 meeting.  Motion carried 5/0.

Presentation of Certificate 
Chairperson Duckworth to present a certificate to Mayer Laundry and Car Wash owner did not attend the meeting. 

Request on Housing Incentive
Security Bank has requested that the City reduce hookup fees on building permits to assist them in being able to sell the Sunset Meadows Subdivision.  Council has sent the request to the EDA for their recommendation. 

The City of Mayer and the EDA had established a $1,000 housing incentive to try to encourage people to build new homes in the City.  The EDA reviewed the program and decided that it was no longer in the best interest of the taxpayers and recommended that the City Council discontinue the program.  The City Council acted on the EDA’s recommendation by passing a resolution on September 14, 2009 terminating the program as of November 1, 2009 with the understanding that any building permit that were applied for before November 1, 2009 would still be eligible for the housing incentive.  This program returned $14,000 to homeowners.  

The second program that the City implemented was to waive the permit fee on new home permits.  In 2012 the City waived $14,073.56 in building permit fees.  EDA reviewed the program and decided that many of the homes would have been built without the waiver of the fees and recommended the City discontinue the program.  City Council acted on the EDA’s recommendation and discontinued the program in 2013.    

City Council has requested that the EDA review the request from Security Bank and make a recommendation to the City Council on whether there should be a program and if a program is established a recommendation to the Council on the type of program.  

EDA questioned the fees that the City charges and if the City is competitive in the fees what would the justification for reducing the fees and creating an incentive.  The City cannot favor one project over another.  

The City in the past has used the Master Plan review concept on homes in Fieldstone Development.  This reduces the building permit fees and was suggested to be used on this project.  The EDA thought this would reduce the building permit fees on a more consistent basis.  At this time this is the only incentive the City will be approving. 



Engineering Quotes 
EDA had instructed staff to solicit another quote for the review of the creamery building.  Staff solicited a quote from Clark Engineering in the amount of $1,650.  On a motion by Commissioner Wakefield and seconded by Commissioner Stieve-McPadden to recommend to the City Council to secure the services of Clark Engineering.  Motion carried 5/0.  
  
Discussion on Banners 
Commission instructed staff to have the vendor do a mock up of the yellow banners and return to the next meeting.  Staff had the vendor do a mock up of the banner in Navy Blue.  Commission approved of the banner and recommended staff send letters to all of the businesses to find out if there is interest in purchasing a banner for their business.  The cost would be $125 and the banners would be up from March 1 -November 1.  Staff will send letters and report back at the July meeting for further input from the EDA.  Staff is to find out if the City could just purchase banners with the Mayer logo only.    

Car/Bike Cruising’
Commissioner Stifter presented information on a Tuesday night Car Cruising night in the City.  He has talked to all of the bars, the off sale liquor store and the gas station and all expressed interest in the event.  He has also spoken to the property owners on Second Street to get their input.  Needs to talk to other businesses to see if they have an interest.  
On a motion by Commissioner Duckworth and seconded by Commissioner Stifter to request $500 for advertising, permission to close Second Street on Tuesday night May 1- October 1 from 5-8 PM.  Motion carried 5/0.

The next meeting of the EDA will be on Tuesday, July 16, 2013 at 6:30 PM.
