CALL MEETING TO ORDER
Meeting called to order at 6:30 PM by Vice Chair Hahn.          

ADOPT AGENDA
On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Maetzold to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 5/0.  

 APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Maetzold to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2013 meeting.  Motion carried 5/0.

DISCUSSION ON LOT SPLIT FOR 212 1ST STREET NE
At the June meeting a request was made to split a property located in the C-2 Central Business District into two lots. The property consists of a meat market that is an allowed use in the C-2 district, a single family residence that is a non-conforming use and two detached accessory buildings. The planning commission gave the property owners three options:  (1). A variance for the public road frontage requirement; (2) a plat of the property or (3) cul de sac easement.  
Applicant would like to split the business from the single family residence and the other detached accessory buildings. They are proposing to present a survey of the property identifying the sewer, water services and the proposed street easement.  

If a minor subdivision was to be approved possible conditions of approval could include the following. 
1.  Shared Driveway Agreement/Easement. That a shared driveway/easement agreement is prepared and recorded against both properties detailing the driveway location and maintenance requirements. 
2.  Utility Lines Location/Easements. That all utilities, including but not limited to water, sewer, electric, gas, phone, cable, etc. are located and any utilities serving one lot that crosses the other lot has an easement put in place in favor of the benefitting property. 
3.  Off-street Parking. That the applicant provides the required information to determine the required amount of off-street parking and that the required number of off-street parking are provided for each lot being created. 
4.  Engineering. That the minor subdivision shall satisfactorily address all issues raised by the City Engineer. 
5.  Non-conforming Use. The lot created for the single family residence shall be rezoned to R-1 Low Density Residential. 
6.  Lot Frontage. That a roadway easement in favor of the City of Mayer is granted by the applicant to allow for both of the lots to meet the required minimum frontage on a street.
The applicant has three options available to them:  a variance for the public road frontage, cul de sac easement or plat the parcel of land. They are proposing to complete a survey of the property and to identify sewer and water services.  In addition to the survey a shared driveway agreement with the easement to the property with the house on it, water and sewer agreement and a shared easement agreement.  

Staff will need to review off street parking and as it appears 11 parking places will be needed.  Any further development of the property would trigger a plat. 
Commission discussed requesting an easement north of the current building for a trail easement to connect the West Ridge Park with the Dakota Regional Trail.
  
Applicant will prepare the needed documents and present at the August meeting.  


DISCUSSION ABOUT ORDINANCE TO ADDRESS GEO THERMAL HEATING 
Staff has asked planning commission to address an ordinance regulating geo thermal heating.  This will be placed on the agenda for the August meeting.
