1. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 6:31 p.m. 

Those present were Park Commissioners, Mike Wegner, Troy Congdon, Dan Pohl, Alisa Johnson, and Nikki McNeilly. Also present was City Administrator, Margaret McCallum.  

Absent: None. 

Also present: Mike Dodge. 

2. Approve Agenda

Congdon moved to adopt the agenda as amended. Pohl seconded. Motion passed 5-0. 

3. Minutes 
A. February 12, 2019 Meeting Minutes

Congdon moved to approve the February 12, 2019 meeting minutes. McNeilly seconded. Motion passed 5-0.

4. Business
A. Park Signs – Location Discussion

McCallum informed that the Park Commission has been discussing the purchasing of park direction signs throughout the City. McCallum asked them to determine the location and number of signs needed. 

Wegner stated that not all the parks needed location signs. 

Pohl suggested 4 signs (2 for Old School House Park and 2 for West Ridge Park). 

The Commission discussed working with MnDOT to locate signs on Highway 25. For West Ridge, near the Fire Department building as well as the intersection at County Road 30. 

McCallum informed that she would bring back templates of the signs and the cost to the next meeting. 
B. Park Commission Visioning Session – Set the Date. 

The Commission agreed to hold the visioning session during the April 9, 2019 meeting. The purpose being to talk about the vision of the parks and the location of future amenities.  

5. Staff Reports/Comments
A. Old School House Park – Shelter Update

McCallum informed that this would be looked at further at the visioning session in April. 

B. West Ridge Parking Concept Plan 

McCallum said that as the weather improves, the City Engineer, Bolton and Menk, will be performing a survey of the park and then bringing the information and a project cost estimate to a meeting soon. 

C. Grills at the Parks

McCallum provided a cost estimate of $420.00 for park grills. The Commission discussed the number of grills for West Ridge Park. They agreed on a single and a double grill to be installed by public works.

Pohl moved recommend to Council the purchase of a single and a double grill for West Ridge Park, not to exceed $1,500. Johnson Seconded. Motion passed 5-0.
